Each Region has 2-3 enrollment
cycles a year.

Producers typically get a
response on their application
within 3-4 months after
submitting their application.

GET SELECTED &
RECEIVE TECHNICAL
ASSISTANCE

Selected producers will be paired
with a Technical Assistance staff
member at the Regional Lead
organization, who will support
developing an agroforestry
project plan for their operation.

Technical Assistance staff
support producers through
completing all required
paperwork to ensure eligibility
for the incentive payment
program.

WITH TNC &

ENTER AGIEEMENT
AYMENT

RECEIVE 1ST

Producers who have completed
all required paperwork and have
an approved agroforestry plan
will work with TNC staff to enter
an agreement for enrollment in
the Incentive Payment Program.

Producers agree to install
agroforestry on the selected
site within 18-months of signing
the agreement with TNC.
Producers agree to conduct all
required data collection.

Producers will receive the first
installment of their incentive
payment approximately 60 days
after signing the agreement with
TNC.
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PLANT TREES &
RECEIVE 2ND PAYMENT

Producers plant trees for new
agroforestry systems. Producers
receive their second payment
within 60-days of sending
verification of planting.

Producers will be required to
follow NRCS conservation
practice standards for installing
their agroforestry system based
on their submitted plan.

Producers are required to
measure their trees twice during
the project (once within 6
months of planting, and the
second time in 2028 during the
final year of the project).

SUBMIT FINAL DATA &
RECEIVE3RD PAYMENT

In the last year of the program
(2028), producers will take final
measurements of tree growth
and will receive their final
incentive payment 60 days
after submitting the
measurement data.

If you're NOT selected
into the Program

At this stage, producers may be determined to be ineligible for the Incentive Payment Program if:

Producers who do not actively engage in the Technical Assistance process will be removed from the program.

You will receive feedback
on your application, and

will be eligible to apply for
future enrollment cycles.

Producers who are unable or unwilling to complete required paperwork to determine eligibility will be removed from the program.
(Program staff will be available to support producers with this process.)

Producers who lease land and are unable to secure a lease through 2028 with the landowner during the Technical Assistance phase will
not be eligible to move forward.
